CHORUS INFORMATION CHECK-LIST – SPRING 2010

***The following forms must be signed and returned by all on or before Friday, January 15th.

· Chorus Permission Form – By signing the Chorus Permission Form, parents and students are agreeing that they have read and understand the policies, responsibilities and obligations of a Harrison High School Chorus student. Please be sure that both parents and students understand what is required of them, then both need to sign and date the form and return it to Mrs. Gunter. 

· Student Information Form – This is contact information for students and parents to allow communication between school and home and if students need to be found during the school day. Please fill out completely once your schedule is correct and return to Mrs. Gunter. 

***The following must be signed and returned only if the student was not in a Chorus class during the Fall semester of 2009 on or before Friday, January 15th. 

· Medical Form – This form allows medical personnel to treat your child if any emergency should arise while your child is in our care, and also informs us of any medical information that we need to be aware of to properly care for your child. Please fill out carefully and be sure to note any medical conditions, medications prescribed or allergies that we may need to know about, sign and date the bottom of the form. And return it to Mrs. Gunter.  

· Although the form says it needs to be notarized, THE MEDICAL FORM DOES NOT NEED TO BE NOTARIZED. Please just be sure it is signed by a parent. 

· Blanket Permission Form – This form allows chorus students to be in our care for concerts, rehearsals both before and after school, meetings or work days or any social events with the chorus department. Any field trips off campus will have further information sent to parents prior to the trip. Both student and parent need to read over, sign and date this form. 

· Permission to Display Student Photograph – Although you may receive another copy of this form in your Cobb County folder, please return the ivory colored one directly to Chorus. This is the only way I can be sure that I have permission to display class pictures or videos on the Chorus Website. 

*** The following information is for students and parents to read and keep.

· Spring 2010 Harrison High School Chorus Handbook – – PLEASE NOTE: In order to conserve resources, the entire Handbook was only printed for 9th graders or students new to Chorus. You may access the Handbook on-line through our web site anytime. Those returning to Chorus have received a Handbook Highlight and Changes sheet that covers everything that is new for this school year. Please have both students and parents read carefully. The handbook needs to remain with the student’s chorus notebook or folder for a reference guide at all times. 

· Chorus Class Syllabus for Fall 2009 – Please have students and parents read through the syllabus carefully as it contains the grading policy for this semester.

· Spring 2010 Chorus Calendar – Students will receive 2 copies of the calendar. One should stay at home for the parents, and one should stay with the student. Please take careful note of the required dates for this semester: Thurs, March 11th – Spring Concert, Mon, March 15th OR Tues, March 16th – Festival [we will have our specific schedule in early February – please keep both days and evenings open until we know more], and Tues, May 4th – End-of-Year Concert. 

***PARENTS – Please take note of the Chorus Parent’s Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, January 19th at 7:00 PM – it is very important especially for parents of students new to chorus this semester to be there.
