HHS CHORUS SPRING TRIP 2010

SAN FRANCISCO, CALIFORNIA

WHAT? Again this year, we are thrilled to offer the opportunity for our students to travel on our annual spring trip. We will fly to San Francisco to perform, tour the city and learn about its history and culture, see at least one live Broadway type performance, participate in a choral clinic at Stanford University and much more. The trip will be a 2-day class field trip and the absences from school will not count against the students. 

WHO? All students who are reasonably sure they will be enrolled in a chorus class during the Spring Semester of 2010 are invited to travel with us. Any parent of a student who is traveling may also come along as a chaperone. Chaperones must adhere to the same payment schedule and must agree to complete the duties of a chaperone throughout the trip. 

WHEN? Our probable trip dates are Thursday, March 18th – Sunday, March 21st, 2010. We will be leaving early in the morning on Thursday from Hartsfield Jackson and returning there on Sunday night. 

HOW? Registration paperwork and a non-refundable deposit of $200 will be due on or before Thursday, September 3rd. The balance of the trip cost will be due in increments of $200 with one payment per month in October, November and December, and the remaining balance of the total cost will be due in early January. 

HOW MUCH? The final trip cost is based on the number of people traveling and therefore cannot be determined until after the initial registration is complete. We are estimating the cost to be between $925 and $1050. This cost includes all air and ground transportation, 3 nights hotel accommodations, all admissions, activity fees and tickets, 3 breakfasts and 3 dinners, all taxes and gratuities, a trip t-shirt, your trip music, the cost of the substitute teacher, the trip cost for our administrator to go along, and a professional tour guide who will be with us throughout the entire trip.

SOME HIGHLIGHTS: Dinner at Hard Rock Café San Francisco, tour of Alcatraz, time for shopping at Fisherman’s Wharf, perform at Union Square, visit Half Moon Bay, attend a performance of “Legally Blonde” the musical, and a trip across the Golden Gate Bridge.

Please plan ahead now for the registration and non-refundable deposit deadline and the payment schedule. Chorus fundraisers are a great way to help earn money for this unforgettable trip.
